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Becoming a pilot isn’t the only way you can travel the skies and see the world – you could also 
become a Flight Attendant. 
A job as a Flight Attendant generally involves: 

• greeting people when they board; 
• serving food and drinks mid-flight; 
• assisting passengers during flight; 
• being aware of any safety procedures in an emergency. 

This role is great for people who are friendly and outgoing, have great customer service skills, 
and prepared to handle anything that might happen. 
  
How can I become a Flight Attendant? 
Unfortunately it’s usually not as simple as walking in and applying for a job. There is often 
training you will need to complete first, so you know you’re ready for the job. So where can you 
learn the skills you need to be a Flight Attendant? 
A great place to start is by studying a Certificate III in Aviation (Cabin Crew). This is a 6-month 
course that is offered by some RTOs across Australia. You can even complete it as an 
apprenticeship in Queensland, Victoria and Western Australia. 
There are also shorter preparation courses you can take to become a Flight Attendant, such as 
Aviation Australia’s Cabin Crew Courses. These courses take less time, between 2-12 weeks, 
and are a great way to prepare you for your application. 
Some airlines will require you to undertake a training course once you have successfully applied 
for the job. You can read all about the process of becoming a Flight Attendant with Qantas here 
to get an idea of what to expect. 
Many airlines also ask you to have other relevant qualifications before you apply, such as 
Provide First Aid and Responsible Service of Alcohol. If you’re going to apply for a job, make 
sure you meet the requirements they ask for.

Many of these programs have a 100% success rate for employment upon graduation. 
You might receive an income while you’re still studying at uni as some internships are salaried

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If you don’t leave university with a job already lined up, the fact that you received a Co-op 
Scholarship will look fantastic on your resume, could appeal to potential employers, and may 
have provided you with relevant work experience and useful industry contacts.

In some cases, if you’re application isn’t successful but the panel were impressed by your 
application, they could suggest alternative scholarships and programs to apply for. 
Even if you don’t exactly meet the eligibility requirements but you’re close, you’ve excelled in 
some areas and your application really stands out, providers might just bend the rules for an 
outstanding candidate…. it could be you.

Being granted on of these highly prized co-op scholarships you’ll be expected to take your 
studies seriously. 
You’ll have to make sure you stay on track and achieve your predicted ATAR results (or better). 
Once you’ve enrolled at university and started your course, you’ll have to maintain the required 
GPA in order to keep the scholarship. You might even have to  comply with other requirements, 
e.g.: 

• Help out at ‘O’ week 
• Commit to helping out on campus 
• Active involvement within your chosen department, and 
• Attending all additional programs and events that you’re entitled to.

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Frequently asked questions (FAQs) about Co-op Scholarships 
  
What ATAR do I need to be eligible for a co-op scholarship? 
 It really depends on the institution, for example at UNSW you’ll need a predicted ATAR of 96 or 
above to apply, whereas at Federation Uni if you’ve a predicted ATAR of 80 you could be 
eligible. 
Some programs don’t even specify an ATAR. 
  
How are co-op scholars selected? 
The application process for each scholarship varies, you’ll often have to: 

• Meet all the eligibility requirement 
• Complete a special application form available from the institutions before the closing 

date 
• Provide supporting evidence and recommendations 
• You might have to complete a personal statement, answer some questions, or prepare a 

video or other element of the application 
• Attend and interview to be assessed 

But you should read all of the application details for the co-op scholarship you’re interested in 
applying for to make sure you know exactly what to do. 
  
Can I defer my Co-op Scholarship? 
Some scholarships allow you to defer, but it’s unlikely with Co-op scholarships will because they 
are so competitive and sought after – you’ll need to check with the individual provider to 
confirm this though. 
If you are successful in receiving a scholarship and then need to defer your enrolment, you 
might have to complete another application and go through the entire process the following 
year (if the application criteria allow for that). 
  
Take a Campus Tour 
After an unprecedented year where most of us were stuck at home, universities are opening 
back up again. And one of the things you can now do is tour their campuses in person. 
We’ve gathered a list of universities that are currently offering on-campus tours. Take a look 
and see if there are any you’re interested in. 
Remember, if you decide to go on a tour, you will have to adhere to social distancing guidelines, 
and if you’ve recently been in a hotspot area, you may not be allowed to come.

Changes to admission requirements for Midwifery at University of Newcastle in 2022 
From Semester 1 2022, students will no longer need to submit a two-step application to be 
considered for admission to the University of Newcastle’s Bachelor of Midwifery program. 
In previous years, applicants had to submit a standard UAC application and also a direct 
application listing their preference for clinical placement location. The direct clinical placement 
application is no longer required. 
From 2022, applicants simply need to submit a standard UAC application, listing the Bachelor of 
Midwifery as a preference. Successful applicants will be selected on the basis of their selection 
rank. 
Admission to the Bachelor Midwifery is highly competitive, and it is likely that all places will be 
offered in the main December Round 2 offer round. The December Round 2 application 
deadline is 15 November, so make sure you get your UAC application in before then.

There are opportunities available for dentists across the country, especially 
in rural and regional areas where medical professionals are less common. 
Performing examinations and procedures for patients will require you to work on-site, so 
opportunities to work from home are extremely limited. 
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How to become a Dentist in Australia 
You must complete a Bachelor-level qualification in order to work as a Dentist in Australia. The 
course you take must be accredited with the Australian Health Practitioner Regulation Agency 
(Ahpra), and you will need to register with the Dental Board of Australia before you can start 
working. 
  
Step 1 – Complete your high school certificate and take subjects such as English, Maths, 
Biology, and Chemistry. 
  
Step 2 – Study a relevant Bachelor-level qualification at university. Most courses require you to 
sit the Universities Clinical Admissions Test (UCAT) for entry, as well as undertaking an 
interview. Some courses include: 
Bachelor of Dental Science at CSU 
Bachelor of Dental Health Science at Griffith 
Bachelor of Dental Surgery at the University of Adelaide 
Bachelor of Science/Doctor of Dental Medicine at the University of Sydney 
  
Step 3 – Once you have finished your studies, you must register with the Dental Board of 
Australia before you are allowed to work as a dentist. 
  
Step 4 – Make sure you renew your registration annually and complete 60 hours of Continuing 
Professional Development (CPD) activities over a three-year cycle. 
  
Step 5 – Consider upskilling or specialising in a particular area with a postgraduate degree, such 
as: 
Doctor of Clinical Dentistry (Orthodontics) at the University of Sydney 
Graduate Diploma in Clinical Dentistry (Conscious Sedation and Pain Control) from the 
University of Sydney 
Doctor of Clinical Dentistry at UQ 
Doctor of Clinical Dentistry at UWA

What do Dentists do? 
Dentists diagnose and treat a variety of dental problems in patients. 
  
Which industries employ Dentists? 
Dentists are most commonly found in the Healthcare and Social Assistance industries. 
  
Do I need to go to university to become a Dentist? 
Yes. You will need to complete an approved Bachelor qualification before you can get your 
registration and start working as a Dentist. 
  
Where do Dentists work? 
Many dentists are self-employed or work in a private practice. However, there are also roles 
available in public clinics and hospitals as well. 
  
What are 3 things I can do right now to help me become a Dentist? 
If you’re in high school and you’d like to find out if a career as a Dentist is right for you, here’s a 
few things you could do right now: 

1. See if you can get work experience in a dentist’s office or other health-related setting. 
This can help you decide whether or not the career is right for you and can help you 
start building connections. 

2. Browse courses and make sure you know the entry requirements for the course you 
would like to study. A lot of them have certain subject prerequisites, such as Maths or 
Chemistry, and other extra entry requirements such as a UCAT score and interview.
